We have 

learnt practical skills like growing vegetables for a 

healthy diet. We have even started a savings group to 

help each other care for the needs of our children.ò 

Also on Mothering Sunday, after both morning ser-

vices, there will be a cake stall to raise money for this 

appeal.

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THE CHRISTIAN ARTS FESTIVAL 2017 

COMES TO ST. ANDREW’S & ST. BART’S 

 

Following on from last year’s first Christian Arts Fes-

tival, the 2017 festival is bigger, more comprehensive 

and has spread beyond Cheltenham to Churchdown 

and Gloucester.  The festival takes place from 22nd 

April to the 7th May and we are hosting some CAF 

activities. 

 

The festival includes a wide range of events in which 

you can participate.  These range from:  ‘Open the 

Book’ with Bob Hartman; ‘Divine Liturgy’ at an or-

thodox church; a talk by Siku, creator of the Manga 

Bible; workshops in upcycling, animation, singing, 

drama, art & many more. Also; concerts (including 

Out of the Ashes: 4th May), comedy and art exhibi-

tions (including my art group, ‘Inside Out’: 19th – 25th 

April & 28th April – 1st May).  Festival programmes 

are available in the concourse. 

 

Our first event at St Andrew’s is on Saturday 18th 

March during the 24 hour ‘Space to Live In’, where I 

will have a number of creative ‘workstations’.  These 

will allow people to respond to the worship, and what 

God is doing and saying, in a creative way including 

poetry, banners, pictures (using a variety of materi-

als).  Please come along to the event and consider re-

sponding creatively. I’m hoping that any creative re-

sponse will be lent to me for the festival for display at 

the church: no pressure though! 

 

The ‘main event’ here takes place over the May Day 

Bank Holiday weekend.  I will be putting up an exhi-

bition at both churches:  St. Bart’s for the whole 

weekend during their flower celebration and at St. 

Andrew’s for Party in the Parish on Monday 1st May. 

Where do YOU come in?!!  I would like to invite any 

St Andrew’s & St Bart’s member or friend to submit 

for exhibition, any work on the theme.  Please let me 

have any pieces you wish to have exhibited by Easter 

weekend. You can give me a couple of pieces but I 

can’t guarantee BOTH will be displayed (depending 

on the number submitted).  NO work is to be offered 

for sale. The items need to be clearly labelled with the 

title, your name and contact phone number. Give them 

to me personally, at church. 

Finally, this year’s festival theme is WINGS.  It is im-

agery widely used in the Bible.  Think, pray and imag-

ine. Get your creative juices flowing! Take part!
